CONDITIONS

The adoption of this Scheme is conditional upon:

@ the Listing Committee of the Stock Exchange granting approval for the
listing of and permission to deal in any new Shares which may fall to be
allotted and issued by the Company upon the exercise of the Options that
may be granted under this Scheme; and

(b) the passing of ordinary resolutions at a general meeting of the Company
approving the adoption of this Scheme and authorising the Directors to grant
Options to Eligible Participants and to allot and issue Shares pursuant to the
exercise of any Options granted under this Scheme.

PURPOSE, DURATION AND ADMINISTRATION

The purpose of the Scheme is to attract and retain the best available personnel of the
Group, to provide additional incentive to the Eligible Participants and to promote
the success of the business of the Group. This Scheme will give the Eligible
Participants an opportunity to have a personal stake in the Company and will help
motivate the Eligible Participants in optimising their performance and efficiency
and attract and retain the Eligible Participants whose contributions are important to
the long-term growth and profitability of the Group.

The Scheme shall be subject to the administration of the Board whose decision on
all matters arising in relation to this Scheme or its interpretation or application or
effect shall (save as otherwise provided herein and in the absence of manifest error)
be final and binding on all persons who may be affected thereby. For the avoidance
of doubt, subject to compliance with the requirements of the Listing Rules and the
provisions of this Scheme, the Board shall have the right to (i) interpret and construe
the provisions of this Scheme; (ii) determine the persons who will be offered
Options under this Scheme, and the number of Shares and the Subscription Price, in

relation to such Options; (iii) make such appropriate and equitable adjustments to
the terms of Options granted under this Scheme as it may deem necessary; and (iv)
make such other decisions or determinations or regulations as it shall deem
appropriate for the administration of this Scheme.

In determining the basis of eligibility of each Eligible Participant, the Board would
take into account of (i) the experience of the Eligible Participant on the Group’s
business; (ii) the length of service of the Eligible Participant with the Group (if the
Eligible Participant is an Employee Participant); (iii) the actual degree of
involvement in and/or cooperation with the Group and length of collaborative
relationship the Eligible Participant has established with the Group (if the Eligible
Participant is a Service Provider); and (iv) the amount of support, assistance,
guidance, advice, efforts and contributions the Eligible Participant has exerted and
given towards the success of the Group and/or the amount of potential support,
assistance, guidance, advice, efforts and contributions the Eligible Participant is
likely to be able to give or make towards the success of the Group in the future.

For Employee Participants, the factors in assessing whether any individual is
eligible to participate in this Scheme include: (i) the individual performance; (ii)
time commitment, responsibilities or employment conditions according to the
prevailing market practice and industry standard; (iii) the length of engagement with
the Group; and (iv) the individual contribution or potential contribution to the
development and growth of the Group.

For Related Entity Participants, the factors in assessing whether any individual is
eligible to participate in this Scheme include: (i) the positive impact brought by, or
expected to be brought by, the Related Entity Participant on the Group’s businesses
in terms of, amongst other things, an increase in revenue or profits and/or an addition
of expertise to the Group; (ii) the length of collaborative relationship with the Group;
(iii) the degree of involvement in and/or collaboration with the Group; (iv) the
amount of support, assistance, guidance, advice, efforts and/or contributions the
Related Entity Participant has given or is likely to give towards the success of the
Group; and (v) the materiality and nature of the business relations of the holding
companies, fellow subsidiaries or associated companies with the Group and the
Related Entity Participant’s contribution in such holding companies, fellow
subsidiaries or associated companies of the Group which may benefit the core
businesses of the Group through a collaborative relationship.

For Service Providers, their eligibility will be considered on a case by case basis
and the factors in assessing whether such Service Provider is eligible to participate
in this Scheme include, in particular: (i) the individual performance of relevant
Service Providers; (ii) the length of business relationship with the Group; (iii) the
materiality and nature of the business relationship with the Group (such as whether
they relate to the core business of the Group and whether such business dealings
could be readily replaced by third parties); (iv) the background, reputation and track
record of the relevant Service Providers; (v) the scale of business dealings with the
Group, in particular, whether such Service Providers could bring positive impacts
to the Group’s business with regard to factors such as the actual or expected increase
in the Group’s revenue or profits or reduction in costs which is or may be attributable
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to the Service Provider; and (vi) the Group’s future business plans in relation to
further collaboration with such Service Providers and the long term support that the
Group may receive accordingly.

Further, with respect to the eligibility of each category of the Service Providers, the
Board will, on a case by case basis, specifically consider the following factors:

(a) Supplier

Service Providers under this category are mainly (i) suppliers of food and electronic

products and related shipping and logistics services, who/which support the Group’s

businesses of trading of food and electronic products in the PRC; and (ii) suppliers

of other product(s) and/or service(s), who/which may support such other business(es)
that may be carried out by the Group from time to time.

The Board will, on a case by case basis, take into account, amongst others, (i) the
nature, reliability and quality of the products and/or services supplied and/or
provided by the relevant supplier; (ii) the value of products and/or services supplied
and/or provided by the relevant supplier; (iii) the frequency of collaboration and
length of business relationship with the Group; (iv) the materiality and nature of the
business relationship with the Group (such as whether they relate to the core
business of the Group and whether such business dealings could be readily replaced
by third parties); (v) the background, reputation and track record of the relevant
supplier; (vi) the replacement cost of such supplier and/or the goods or services
(including continuity and stability of supply or provision of such goods or services);
and (vii) the potential and/or actual contribution to the business affairs of the Group,
in particular, whether such supplier could bring positive impacts to the Group’s
business, such as an increase in revenue or profits or a reduction in costs attributable
to or brought by goods and/or services supplied and/or provided by such supplier.

(b) Distributor

Service Providers under this category are mainly (i) distributors of food and
electronic products, who/ which support the Group’s business of trading of food and
electronic products in the PRC; and (ii) distributors of other product(s), who/ which
may support such other business(es) that may be carried out by the Group from time
to time.

The Board will, on a case by case basis, take into account, amongst others, (i) the
monthly average number of products distributed by the relevant distributor; (ii) the
value of the products distributed by the relevant distributor; (iii) the distribution
network of the relevant distributor; (iv) the frequency of collaboration and length of
business relationship with the Group; (v) the materiality and nature of the business
relationship with the Group (such as whether they relate to the core business of the
Group and whether such business dealings could be readily replaced by third parties);
(vi) the background, reputation and track record of the relevant distributor; (vii) the
replacement cost such distributor and/or products (including continuity and stability
of distribution of such products); and (viii) the potential and/or actual contribution
to the business affairs of the Group, in particular, whether such distributor could



bring positive impacts to the Group’s business, such as an increase in revenue or
profits or a reduction in costs attributable to or brought by the sales of products
attributable to the distribution of products by the relevant distributor.

(c) Business partner, contractor, agent, consultant and advisor

Service Providers under this category are mainly business partners, independent
contractors, agents, consultants and advisers who provided advisory services,
consultancy services, and/or other professional services to the Group on areas
relating to the Group’s principal business activities in (i) the trading of food and
electronic products in the PRC; (ii) the provision of money lending and loan
factoring services; (iii) the provision of leasing and sale-and-leaseback services; (iv)
the provision of securities dealing broking, placing, underwriting, margin financing
and asset management services in Hong Kong; and/or (v) other principal business
activity(ies) that may be carried out by the Group from time to time, or on areas that
are desirable and necessary from a commercial perspective and help maintain or
enhance the competitiveness of the Group by way of introducing new customers or
business opportunities to the Group and/or applying their specialised skills and/or
knowledge in the abovementioned fields.

The Board will, on a case by case basis, take into account, amongst others, (i)
individual performance of the relevant business partner, contractor, agent,
consultant and/or adviser; (ii) their knowledge, experience and network in the
relevant industry; (iii) the frequency of collaboration and length of business
relationship with the Group; (iv) the materiality and nature of the business
relationship with the Group (such as whether they relate to the core business of the
Group and whether such business dealings could be readily replaced by third parties);
(v) the background, reputation and track record of the relevant business partner,
contractor, agent, consultant and/or adviser; (vi) the potential and/or actual
contribution to the business affairs of the Group, in particular, whether such business
partner, contractor, agent, consultant and/or adviser could bring positive impacts to
the Group’s business, such as an increase in revenue or profits or a reduction in costs
attributable to or brought by services provided by such business partner, contractor,
agent, consultant and/or adviser; (vii) the replacement cost of such business partner,
contractor, agent, consultant and/or adviser (including continuity and stability of
provision of the necessary services); and (viii) other factors, including but not
limited to the capability, expertise, technical know-how and/or business connections
of the relevant business partner, contractor, agent, consultant and/or adviser, and/or
the synergy between the relevant business partner, contractor, agent, consultant
and/or adviser and the Group.

In assessing whether the Service Provider provides services to the Group on a
continuing and recurring basis and in its ordinary and usual course of business, the
Board will take into consideration (i) the length and type of services provided and
the recurrences and regularity of such services; (ii) the nature of the services
provided to the Group by the Service Provider; and (iii) whether such services form
part of or are directly ancillary to the businesses conducted by the Group.

Subject to paragraphs 2 and 14, this Scheme shall be valid and effective until the
Termination Date, after which period no further Options will be granted but the
provisions of this Scheme shall remain in force to the extent necessary to give effect
to the exercise of any Options granted or exercised prior thereto or otherwise as may
be required in accordance with the provisions of this Scheme.

GRANT AND ACCEPTANCE OF OPTIONS

The Board shall, subject to and in accordance with the provisions of this Scheme
and the Listing Rules, be entitled (but shall not be bound) at any time and from time
to time on any Business Day within a period of ten (10) years commencing on the
Adoption Date to make an Offer to such Eligible Participant as it may in its absolute

Within twenty-eight (28) days after receipt of the notice and the remittance and,
where appropriate, receipt of the Auditors’ or independent financial adviser’s
certificate pursuant to paragraph 9, the Company shall accordingly allot and issue
the relevant number of Shares to the Grantee (or, in the event of an exercise of

The Company shall bear the costs of establishing and administering this Scheme,
including any costs of the Auditors and the independent financial advisers in relation
to the preparation of any certificate by them or providing any other service in
relation to this Scheme.

A Grantee shall be entitled to receive copies of all notices and other documents sent
by the Company to Shareholders at the same time or within a reasonable time of any
such notices or documents being sent to Shareholders.

Any notice or other communication between the Company and a Grantee may be
given by sending the same by prepaid post or by personal delivery to, in the case of
the Company, its principal place of business in Hong Kong and, in the case of the
Grantee, his address in Hong Kong as notified to the Company from time to time or,
if none or incorrect or out of date, his last place of employment with the Company
or the Company’s principal place of business in Hong Kong from time to time.

Any notice or other communication if sent by the Grantee shall be irrevocable and
shall not be effective until actually received by the Company.

Any notice or other communication if sent to the Grantee shall be deemed to be
given or made:

@) one (1) day after the date of posting, if sent by mail;
(b) seven (7) days after the date of posing to an address in a different territory;

(©) upon completion of transmission if sent by facsimile or other form of electric
transmissions; and

(d) when delivered, if delivered by hand.

A Grantee shall, before accepting an Offer or exercising his Option, obtain all
necessary consents and approvals that may be required to enable him to accept the
Offer or to exercise the Option and the Company to allot and issue to him in
accordance with the provisions of this Scheme the Shares falling to be allotted and
issued upon the exercise of his Option. By accepting an Offer or exercising his
Option, the Grantee thereof is deemed to have represented to the Company that he
has obtained all such consents and approvals. Compliance with this sub-paragraph
shall be a condition precedent to an acceptance of an Offer by a Grantee and an
exercise by a Grantee of his Options.

A Grantee shall pay all tax and discharge all other liabilities to which he may become
subject as a result of his participation in this Scheme or the exercise of any Option.

By accepting an Offer a Grantee shall be deemed irrevocably to have waived any

entitlement, by way of compensation for loss of office or otherwise howsoever to
any sum or other benefit to compensate him for loss of any rights under this Scheme.
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15.11 This Scheme and all Options granted hereunder shall be governed by and construed
in accordance with the laws of Hong Kong.
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
