affect the success of our growth strategy, including the possibility that we may not be able to successfully identify suitable acquisition candidates, complete acquisitions, successfully
integrate acquired businesses into our operations and expand into new markets; risks related to our international operations, which may result in additional risks or require more
management time and expense than our domestic operations to achieve or maintain profitability; the requirement for additional resources and time to adequately respond to dynamics

| Information Regarding Non-GAAP Measures

This presentation contains references to EBITDAC, which is a "non-GAAP financial measure" as defined in SEC Regulation G. “EBITDAC” is defined
as income before interest, income taxes, depreciation, amortization and the change in estimated acquisition earn-out payables. We present
EBITDAC because we believe such information is of interest to the investment community and because we believe it provides additional meaningful
methods to evaluate the Company’s operating performance from period to period on a basis that may not be otherwise apparent on a GAAP basis
due to the impact of certain items that have a high degree of variability, that we believe are not indicative of ongoing performance and that are not
easily comparable from period to period.

Our industry peers may provide similar supplemental non-GAAP information with respect to EBITDAC, although they may not use the same or
comparable terminology and may not make identical adjustments and, therefore comparability may be limited. EBITDAC should be considered in
addition to, and not in lieu of, the Company's condensed consolidated financial statements.

Due to the forward-looking nature of the estimated EBITDAC contained in this presentation, no reconciliation of this non-GAAP measure to its most
directly comparable GAAP measure is available without unreasonable efforts. This is due to the inherent nature of forecasting, within a reasonable
range, the timing or amount of various items that have not yet occurred, are outside of the Company’s control and/or cannot be reasonably predicted.
Accordingly, such reconciliation is excluded from this presentation. The forward-looking non-GAAP financial measure provided in this presentation
without the most directly comparable GAAP financial measure may vary materially from the corresponding GAAP financial measure.
