cash amount.

The cash in lieu of fractional share portion of the option deliverable remains fixed and does not vary with
price changes of any security.

The BLRX component of BLRX1 exercise/assignment activity from January 30, 2025 through February 4,
2025, has settled through National Security Clearing Corporation (NSCC). The $1.64 cash amount will be
settled by OCC.



Pricing

The underlying price for BLRX1 will be determined as follows:
BLRX1 = 0.02 (BLRX) + 0.0164

For example, if BLRX closes at 3.48, the BLRX1 price would be calculated as follows:
BLRX1 =0.02 (3.48) + 0.0164 = 0.09
